Up to 1 in 5 U.S. school children are living with dyslexia.  Dyslexia can’t be cured, but it can be overcome.  Our program offers the most effective treatment of its kind in battling this disorder.  No one else in the nation has a program remotely like it with one-on-one professional tutoring offered to children free of charge.  And we need your help.

Dyslexia is a neurologically based disorder, which hinders many areas of learning including reading, spelling, handwriting, and math.  The disorder has been the cause of untold personal pain and societal loss.  Children left with untreated dyslexia often suffer devastating personal consequences.  It is, however, a treatable condition.  
32( Masonic Learning Center for Children of the Valley of Pittsburgh, Ancient Accept Scottish Rite sponsors approximately 35 dyslexic children a year FREE OF CHARGE.  The Learning Center is open to all children regardless of economic status, race, religion, or Masonic affiliation.  
Our Center has been open since 1998 and presently we have 37 students being tutored by 13 trained tutors. Through donations and special fundraising events we fund our Center’s cost which averages about $125,000 a year.

Our Center provides special tutoring to children with dyslexia.  Each child receives two 50-minute tutoring sessions, one on one, each week during the school year with his/her private tutor.  This tutor has been specially trained and certified to provide these services.  These children remain with us for one to three years, depending on the severity of their dyslexia and their progress.  We provide this life changing tutoring service to the children and their families.  It is our way of giving back to the community and touching the future at the same time.

The 32º Masonic Learning Centers for Children, Inc., a tax-exempt, Sec.501 (c) (3) non-profit corporation within the Supreme Council, Scottish Rite of Freemasonry for the Northern Jurisdiction, was established in 1994 as one of the charitable outreach programs of the Supreme Council.  Its fundamental purpose is to provide professional reading and written language instruction to children and young adults with dyslexia.  These services are provided by Masons at no cost and without regard for ethnicity, gender, religious or Masonic affiliation.  
Through a standardized system of nationally recognized learning centers of excellence, the corporation has, over a fourteen-year period, continually expanded its service network to include more than 58 centers throughout its fifteen-state jurisdiction. Since inception, over 5,180 children have been enrolled, and more than 1,200 tutors have been trained and certified by the Center staff.  The corporation is now considered the largest standardized system of care for children and young adults with dyslexia in the country.

Although each Learning Center is governed by a local volunteer board, all Centers adhere to central administrative and clinical policies.  In addition, all tutors must be trained and certified in the Orton-Gillingham approach, thereby assuring standardized learning programs throughout the system.  Since 2004, the corporation has been fully accredited by IMSLEC (International Multisensory Structured Language Education).
Every $5,000 raised in contributions sponsors one child at our Pittsburgh facility in the Greater Pittsburgh Masonic Center for one year.  The “Sponsor A Child” program is an annual fundraising campaign aimed at finding a sponsor for every child enrolled in the program.  
Our Center sponsors several fund raising activities throughout the year, i.e., our Walk-a-Thon each fall.  All monies raised toward the support of tutorial services provided at the Masonic Learning Centers.  
Another fund raising event for the Masonic Centers is led by a group of 32º Masonic motorcycle riders.  The Hiram Riders Motorcycle Club offers a chance to win a Harley Davidson motorcycle each year for the length of the school year. Other activities are advertised here as scheduled.
The students have a graduation party every May along with an Ice Cream Social.  Parents, teachers, friends and Board of Governors are all invited to see these boys and girls who have overcome their personal battle with dyslexia.
