raised in  Youghiogheny
Lodge No. 583 in McKeesport
on June 29, 1978 and served
as Worshipful Master in 1983.

A graduate of California
University of Pennsylvania, he taught for 22 years before
becoming Assistant Principal then Principal of the Elizabeth
Forward High School. He was then a part of the team that
created the first Middle School program for Elizabeth
Forward and went on to serve as the first Head Principal for
that school. He held that position for 12 years until his
retirement in October of 2003.

Masonically, he served the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania
as Solomon Il Chairman for the 49th Masonic District,
Region 4 Chairman of Masonic Education, a member of the
Pennsylvania Youth Foundation Educational Endowment
Fund Committee, and District Deputy Grand Master of the
49th Masonic District for eight years.

In the Valley of Pittsburgh, he served as Commander-in-
Chief of Pennsylvania Consistory for three years. He com-
pleted the term of Ellis Kramer who met an untimely death.
During this time he also served as Chairman of the Board of
Governors of the 32nd Degree Masonic Learning Center for
Children, a position he held for five years.

Spes Mea In Deo Est
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That's How | See It!

Irecently received a little book titled
“Words that move Mountains” by E.
W. Kenyon and Don Gossett. Dr. Kenyon
was a devout religious leader who dedi-
cated his life to share what God had taught
him through the Word. He published nu-
merous books, edited hundreds of maga-
zines, and created Bible Study courses
and gospel tracts. Don Gossett is likewise
a prolific writer of Christian literature that
has inspired perhaps millions to re-evaluate their lives and get
them more closely aligned with God. He particularly wrote on
the power of the spoken word.

This little book is not one you would read from cover to cover.
Rather, it is a study aide, a source to guide one on a path to a
healthier, happier, God respecting (not fearing) living. God does
not want us to fear Him. He created us in His own image; we
are the sons and daughters of the Great Creator. As such, we
need to be reminded that God is within us, whether or not we
make that known to others is our choice. Ask yourself; do
others see God in me? If not, why not?

Both authors stress the point that words are the way we
express our inner “God-ness” (remind you of goodness?) with
all of those around us. We know the importance of words,
through them we communicate with our fellow beings. As a
child of four or five | learned my alphabet through my parents
and a Sunday school teacher, Mrs. Ledgard. These many
years later | can remember that learning experience. Each
letter of the alphabet represented a scripture verse. The first
one | learned was obviously A — A soft answer turneth away
wrath but grievous words stirreth up anger. Words, and how we
say them, communicate, they can be soothing and peaceful or
they can be angry expressions. Words can be hopeful, joyous
and inspire others. If we are hopeful and happy, our inner “God-
ness” comes out and others will quickly pick up on it. If we are
negative and speak poisonous words of hate and deceit, then
we are failing God and ourselves. God is still within us but we
are not expressing His existence through what we say. Do not
fool yourself, every day we are judged by what we say and how
we say it.

You and | said and heard a lot of words while kneeling at the
altar of Freemasonry. Since then we have moved on to hear
and learn more words by advancing through the various affiliate
Masonic bodies. Think about it. Through all of your experi-
ences and degrees, did you hear any poisonous, hateful, and
deceitful or threatening words (aside from symbolic penalties)
directed toward you?

The words we speak will be used by others to judge just what
kind of people we are. More importantly, the profane will judge
the Masonic Fraternity by the words you and | speak publicly
and privately.

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This little piggie went to market at the Washington County Fair

renda Sturgeon made sure she

told her family that winning wasn't
guaranteed at the Washington County
Agricultural Fair in Chartiers. And even
though she thought the pigs, that her son,
her daughter and her nephew had en-
tered looked like champs, she said not to
be upset if the animals didn't fetch a high
per-pound fee at auction.

Her nephew's pig sold for $1.75 a
pound, while her son Layton's was auc-
tioned off for $11.50 a pound.

But then Lenny, the pig her 13-year-old
daughter, Rachael, raised and showed
this year, was named grand champion
and sold for $135 a pound.

And at 273 pounds, that means the girl
went home with $36,855 (plus $100
bonus awarded to every kid who raised
and showed any animal). Fair officials
said this set a state record and possibly
even a national one. Officials are check-
ing national stats.

"l was in awe. | was just amazed. |
couldn't be more grateful and happy it
happened to my daughter," Mrs. Sturgeon
said about Range Resources buying the
animal. "l can't believe someone would
help a child that much."

Bruce Cowden, a Fair board member
and livestock division adviser, said the
Fort Worth, Texas-based oil and gas com-
pany, which has a division in Southpointe,
had reinvigorated the live auction, where
the youngsters involved in 4-H and the
Pennsylvania Future Farmers of America
sell the animals they've raised and
showed in the fair.

"l don't know if | can put it into words,"
he said. "And it isn't just Range. They
have opened other businesses up to
what's happening in rural America."

Since the company has participated in
the auction, Mr. Cowden said the net pro-
ceeds have "easily increased by as much
as $150,000."

And that doesn't include repairs the
company made to the show arena in
2006.

Matt Pitzarella, public affairs director
for Range Resources, said the company
spent about $100,000 at the livestock
auction this year, which he described as a
sort of "Super Bowl for rural Pennsylva-
nia."

This year, he said, Range also invited
15 of its service providers to participate --
and helped contribute to a $26,500 pool
of cash that allowed each of the 265 stu-
dents who showed animals to receive at

least $100 for their efforts.

"These kids put in a lot of work and a
lot of their own money," he said. "We did-
n't want any of them to walk away empty-
handed."

Mr. Pitzarella explained that Range
chose the animals it bid on in part by
where it was raised, with a preference
placed on communities where the com-
pany has active drilling operations. He
added that the animals purchased by
Range were then donated back to the fair
to be auctioned off a second time, with
that money going toward scholarship
funds.

But the spokesman also said Range
Resources wanted to do more -- some-
thing with a broader scope -- to help rural
Pennsylvania.

To that end, the company announced a
new scholarship program for Pennsylva-
nia FFA.

Mr. Pitzarella said the $100,000 schol-
arship, which he called the first of its kind
on the East Coast, would provide 100
Pennsylvania students with $1,000
awards next year based on academic
achievement and financial need.

He added that because Range's oper-
ations were centered in Washington
County, 25 of those scholarships were
earmarked for students attending
McGuffy or Fort Cherry high schools, the
only districts that offer Pennsylvania FFA
programs there.

"If they apply, those kids are almost
guaranteed a scholarship," Mr. Pitzarella
said, adding that the company would
gauge the response to the program in its
first year before deciding whether or not

to establish a long-term endowment.

Mr. Cowden lauded the program and
Range's "good neighbor" approach.

Mrs. Sturgeon, of McDonald, agreed,
saying the money her daughter received
would be stowed away until the eighth-
grader goes away to college. It will go a
long way, she said, toward Rachael's
dream of attending Ohio State University
to major in veterinary science.

In the meantime, she said her daughter
had asked for two things:

An island vacation with two of her
friends and a go-kart.

"l told her | wouldn't let her go on an is-
land vacation with her friends if she was
21, let alone 13," Mrs. Sturgeon said with
a laugh. "But the go-kart? | told her 'ab-
solutely.' %

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| The Origin of the
Royal Arch Degree

by Harry E. Killen 111, 33°

he Supreme Grand Chapter of England

was formed in 1817. There is historical
evidence that Chapters met from the early 1740s.
Three countries have been suggested as birth-
places for the Degree - England, Ireland and
France, the last named having most support from
Masonic researchers. There has been much
discussion about whether the Royal Arch is an
Order, is the completion of the third degree in Craft
Freemasonry, or whether it is an entirely separate degree. The prefa-
tory 'Declaration' to the Craft Constitutions states, "Pure Ancient
Masonry consists of three Degrees, and no more, viz. Those of the
Entered Apprentice, the Fellow Craft and the Master Mason, including
the Supreme Order of the Holy Royal Arch”, so the answer seems to be
clear — it is the completion of the Third Degree.

It is the accepted case that we have no certain knowledge of the
origin of the Royal Arch Degree and it is impossible to say when, where,
how or why it was created. Books have been published giving an opin-
ion about the origins of the Royal Arch, with some very convincing
research and conclusions. It is not the purpose of this essay to adver-
tise publications, but public libraries or any of the major Masonic or other
bookshops may be able to assist.

The organization of the Royal Arch

The Supreme Grand Chapter of England is the controlling body so
far as the English Constitution is concerned. Certain Officers of the
United Grand Lodge of England, provided they are Installed Principals,
hold parallel appointments in the Supreme Grand Chapter. These
Brethren are the Grand Master, the Pro Grand Master, the Deputy
Grand Master, the Grand Treasurer, the Grand Registrar, and the Grand
Secretary. All Past First Principals of private Chapters (if subscribing
members of a Chapter) and the Three Principals of every Private Chap-
ter are members of the Supreme Grand Chapter, English Constitution.

There are subdivisions of Provincial and District Grand Chapters
under the Supreme Grand Chapter, presided over by Grand Superin-
tendents, unlike in the Craft where a Provincial or District Grand
Master is the name of the Provincial or District authority. Provincial and
District Grand Chapters are modeled on Supreme Grand Chapter and
the Grand Superintendent in charge is, invariably, the Provincial or
District Grand Master. All Chapters, including the Supreme Grand
Chapter of England have three Principal Officers namely, the First, Sec-
ond and Third Principals, respectively, their titles prefixed by Provincial
or District as appropriate. The Principals may be viewed as individual
Masters (as in the Craft) in their own right but in the Royal Arch they act
jointly as "We".

The organization of the Royal Arch in Cyprus
DISTRICT GRAND CHAPTER

On the late afternoon of May 15, 1997, the District Grand Chapter of
Cyprus was formed under the Supreme Grand Chapter of England at
the Holiday Inn Hotel Nicosia and E. Comp. Simon F. N. Waley, Past
Grand Superintendent West Kent, was installed as the Grand Superin-
tendent and 1st District Grand Principal. E. Comp. Cdr. M.B.S. Higham,
RN, Grand Scribe E, assisted by other senior members of the Supreme
Grand Chapter of England performed the ceremony.
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On April 7, 2001, following retirement of E. Comp. Simon F. N.
Waley, E. Comp. Freddie A. Eleftheriades, PGStB, PDepGSupt,
was installed as Grand Superintendent by the M.E. Pro 1st Grand
Principal The Most Hon. The Marquis of Northampton, DL, in the
presence of many visiting Grand Superintendents who were visiting
Cyprus for a Masonic Conference under the auspices of the United
Grand Lodge of England.

The following Chapters form the
District Grand Chapter of Cyprus:

ST. PAUL'S CHAPTER No. 2277

A Charter of Constitution was granted to St. Paul's Chapter on
November 4,1891, and its Consecration took place on April 15,
1892. The Centenary of the Chapter was celebrated on the April 17,
1992. The idea of establishing the first Royal Arch Chapter in
Cyprus was considered two months after the consecration of St.
Paul's Lodge No. 2277. Prime movers were Bro. John Percy White
(a Sergeant Major of the British Forces serving in Cyprus at the
time) who was Senior Warden of St. Paul's Lodge but not a mem-
ber of the Royal Arch, and W. Bro. Henry Silvester, first Master of
St. Paul's Lodge, who was a Royal Arch Mason. They sought
advice from R.W. Bro. George Robert Harriott, Past Provincial
Grand Master of Wigton and Kirkcudbright, Scottish Constitution,
Consecrating Officer of St. Paul's Lodge, who had been exalted into
the Royal Arch in the Navy and Military Chapter No. 40 S.C. on
November 7, 1865.

There were constitutional difficulties which delayed formation of
the Chapter in Cyprus, mainly to do with the non-availability of Past
Masters to occupy the Principal's Chairs and the likely continuity of
membership once the Chapter was formed - at least eight out the
ten prospective Founders belonged to a British Regiment which
could be ordered away from the island at any time. Bro. John Percy
White persisted with the idea of founding the Chapter, even to the
extent of travelling at his own expense to Alexandria, where he was
exalted into the Royal Arch in Zetland Chapter No. 1157 E.C.

On his return to Cyprus, a further problem arose with the post-
ing away from the Island of W. Bro. Henry Silvester. Fortunately,
Bro. Frederick Oxley Harvey, the Master Designate of a new St.
George's Lodge to be formed at Larnaca (No. 2402 Consecrated on
November 14, 1891, and subsequently erased in 1904) was a Royal
Arch Mason of Albion Chapter No. 9 E.C. He was a timely
replacement as a possible Principal of the proposed St. Paul's
Chapter.

It was finally agreed that, in recognition of his efforts and in the
interests of the Craft, E. Comp. John Percy White (previously
installed as 1st Principal in Zetland Chapter, Alexandria) would be
the First Principal of the new Chapter with Comp. Harriott as 2nd
Principal and Comp. Harvey as 3rd Principal.

During the seventh Regular Convocation of the St. Paul's Chap-
ter held on March 3,1894, E. Comp. Percy White, the very first 1st
Principal, on announcing his impending departure from the Island
said, "May St. Paul's Chapter ever after grow from strength to
strength”. St. Paul's Chapter has celebrated its Centenary and has
indeed grown from strength to strength, surviving two world wars,
the tensions and fighting which led to the Island's independence,
inter-communal struggles and the invasion and occupation of the
Northern part of the Island in 1974 by Turkey.

An amendment to the Chapter By-Laws dated February 24,
1972, specified the Masonic Rooms in Nicosia as the "home" and
meeting place of the Chapter. Previous to this meetings had been
held in Limassol and Larnaca, and in Nicosia commencing
November 15, 1917. Presently, all meetings are held in Nicosia,
except for the January meeting, which is held in Limassol.

It was not until 1994 that another Chapter was formed on the Is-
land, when some members of St. Paul's Chapter and other Royal

Arch Companions in Cyprus were Founders of the Apollo Chapter No.
7886.

In April 1992 a book entitled "The First 100 Years 1892 - 1992" was
published to celebrate the Centenary of St. Paul's Chapter. E. Comp.
R.G.B. Day, PGStB, a Past Z of St. Paul's Chapter, was the author of
the book which contains a wealth of further information for interested
Companions, and researchers in particular. It is available from the
Scribe E of the Chapter at P.O. Box 21301, Cy1506 Nicosia, Cyprus.

APOLLO CHAPTER No. 7886

On November 15, 1917, and on the February 24,1972, when it was
again verified, St. Paul's Chapter decided that Nicosia would be the
specified place of meeting, with an application to be made to Supreme
Grand Chapter for a dispensation to hold a Convocation at another
venue. Since February 1972 Limassol was the venue for the Janu-
ary Convocation each year under this arrangement. However, this
practice was discontinued during the last few years due to premise
problems then prevailing.

Anumber of Royal Arch Companions, headed by E. Companion E.
J. Georgiou, considered that another Chapter could be formed to fill
the resultant void in Royal Arch Masonry in the Western part of the
Island, a view supported by the Apollo and Agapinor Lodges.
Brethren eligible to join the Royal Arch and Companions residing in
the Limassol/Paphos areas had expressed interest but objected to
traveling to the capital, Nicosia, some 150 kilometers distant.
Supreme Grand Chapter, on a recommendation from the District
Grand Master, agreed that a Petition for a second Royal Arch Chap-
ter could be submitted. Subsequently, on November 19, 1994, the
Apollo Chapter No. 7886 was Consecrated at Episkopi Garrison within
the British Western Sovereign Base Area by E. Comp. G. Purser,
PGSN, Grand Director of Ceremonies, assisted by other members of
Supreme Grand Chapter. There were 30 Founder Members. E.
Comp. D. L. Amon P.Prov.G.Stwd (Suffolk) was installed as the first
1st Principal, E. Comp. E. J. Georgiou as 2nd Principal and E. Comp.
C. W. Jennings as 3rd Principal.

In Greek mythology Apollo was a child of Zeus, the King of all the
Gods. Every morning Apollo, who was the Sun God, rose at dawn to
drive his dazzling chariot, the sun, across the sky in order that the
world may be light and warm. Apollo was also the patron of music and
poetry. It seemed appropriate that the Apollo Chapter should follow
its namesake and communicate (Masonic) light and warmth (happi-
ness). Music and poetry are illustrated in the Chapter dining room
where there hangs an original oil painting, completed by one of the
Founders, Comp. George E. Lawrence, depicting Apollo playing his
lyre.

THE CYPRUS PRINCIPALS CHAPTER No. 9655

Following the installation of R.W. Bro. Simon F. N. Waley as
District Grand Master in October 1996, the formation of an Installed
Principals Chapter was considered appropriate to broaden the extent
and scope of Royal Arch Masonry on the Island. There was no forum
where Installed Principals could meet, other than normal Chapter
Convocations and as no original research or lectures, demonstrations,
discussion on policy, etc. were being undertaken to stimulate interest
among Companions, it was considered that by consecrating an
Installed Principals Chapter this situation could be rectified. It was
thought this proposal would also assist in implementing the advice
from the Grand Master and 1st Grand Principal, which is to encour-
age Master Masons to enter the Royal Arch. The Cyprus Principals
Chapter was sponsored by St. George's Lodge No. 3135, the second
oldest Lodge on the Island. It was consecrated, in a very moving
ceremony, on the morning of May 15, 1997, at the Holiday Inn Hotel
Nicosia by E. Comp. Cdr. M.B.S. Higham, RN, Grand Scribe E,
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assisted by other members of Supreme Grand Chapter.

The Chapter No. was subsequently changed in 2001 to No. 9655
when it became attached to the Cyprus Masters' Lodge of the same
number.

OTHELLO CHAPTER No. 5670

In 1998 a number of Royal Arch Companions identified the need for
a Chapter to serve the Larnaca - Famagusta area of Cyprus. Some
of the Companions, although members of the Royal Arch, had not
joined either of the other two Chapters located in Nicosia and Limas-
sol respectively, because of time and travel commitments. Further-
more, there was interest among Brethren of Othello Lodge No. 5670
and Lord Kitchener Lodge No. 3402 who were eligible to be exalted
and would support a Chapter in the area mentioned. A Steering
Committee was formed and following sterling work by E. Comp. B. R.
Maxfield, the first Z of the new Chapter, E. Comp. P. Schofield and
the Founders with donations of furnishings and money, the Chapter
was ready for consecration in just one year from its inception.

The Grand Superintendent, in agreeing to the formation of the new
Chapter, said that a Royal Arch Chapter ought to receive support from
at least two Craft Lodges. The Othello Chapter No. 5670 was duly
consecrated on May 13, 1999, by E. Companion Simon F. N. Waley,
(P.G. Supt West Kent) Grand Superintendent in and over Royal Arch
Masonry in Cyprus, assisted by District Grand Officers. The Chapter
had 24 Founders and a waiting list of eight candidates for exaltation,
which promises a healthy future. It is of interest that the banners and
standards for the new Chapter are over 100 years old and in excellent
condition.

AGAPINOR CHAPTER No. 8905

On April 7, 1998, the Brethren of the Agapinor Lodge No. 8905
voted for the formation of a Royal Arch Chapter. It being recognized
that a Royal Arch Chapter was more likely to flourish if it had the
support of two Lodges, the then Grand Superintendent delayed ap-
proval until another Lodge was formed in the Paphos area. Dionysos
Lodge No. 9716 was consecrated on May 11, 2000, in Paphos, as a
daughter Lodge of the Agapinor Lodge and the way was open for the
consecration of a Royal Arch Chapter. On October 18, 2000, a steer-
ing committee was formed to move the process forward with E.
Companion Mervyn E. W. Matthews, P.Dist. GDC, as organizing
Scribe E. A number of deadlines had to be met; the first was to have
the Petition delivered to Supreme Grand Chapter for approval by
January 6, 2001. With 43 Founders, including some from outside
Cyprus this was a formidable task. The organizing Scribe E accom-
plished completion of the Petition and obtaining the necessary clear-
ance certificates with dedication to the task. On January 25, 2001, he
was informed via Supreme Grand Chapter and the District that the
consecration would be held on April 6, 2001.

The Agapinor Chapter No. 8905 was consecrated on April 6, 2001,
at the Hawaii Grand Hotel Limassol by The Most Honorable The
Marques of Northampton, DL, Most Excellent Pro 1st Grand Principal
who had himself only been invested in that office on March 14, 2001.
The Most Excellent Pro 1st Grand Principal acknowledged that it was
his first consecration of a Royal Arch Chapter and to say it was
accomplished with dignity, sincerity and aplomb would be no under-
statement. The Chapter had 43 Founder Members. The Most Ex-
cellent Pro 1st Grand Principal was assisted by E. Comp. S. F. N.
Waley, Grand Superintendent Cyprus as H, E. Comp. The Rev. Dr.
Michael Morgan, Grand Superintendent Hants & | of W as J, and E.
Comp. J W. Daniel; Grand Scribe E as Scribe E. E. Comp. A. W
Hanbury-Bateman, PDep. GDC acted as Scribe N, E. Comp. P.G.
Lowndes, GDC was D of C, E. Comp. R.W. Cayless was Organist and
E. Comp. E. J. Georgiou, PGSth, PDep.G.Supt Cyprus acted as
Janitor. v
